them to tell no one. But the more he charged them, the more zealously
they proclaimed it. ¥ And they were astonished beyond measure,
saying, “He has done all things well.

Cateechism Lesson: Confession

P] What is Confession?

Confession has two parts. First, that we confess our sins, and
second, that we receive absolution, that is, forgiveness, from the
pastor as from God Himself, not doubting, but firmly believing
that by it our sins are forgiven before God in heaven.

([P] What sins should we confess?



Before God we should plead guilty of all sins, even those we are
not aware of, as we do in the Lord’s Prayer; but before the
pastor we should confess only those sins which we know and
feel in our hearts.
